ELIGIBILITY
All riders must hold an ENDURO LICENCE issued by the ACU or SACU and have passed their 16th birthday. Any other riders including Irish participants MUST obtain personal accident insurance, produce a licence issued by their FMN and start permission, confirming they are licensed and insured.

One event licences will be available (price £10) if a rider does not hold a valid competition licence.

ENTRIES

Completed entry forms must be sent to the Secretary of the Meeting together with the entry fee:-Solo £50 which is payable by cheque or postal order to D.D.B.C. This fee includes the premium for insurance as required by the ACU, as detailed in ESR30. Entry fees, less an administration charge (10%) will only be refunded in the event of cancellation of the Enduro or on receipt of a doctor’s certificate confirming incapacity.

Opening date: 19th August 2009       Closing date: 2nd October 2009          

Maximum number of entries: 90

Acceptance of entries will be by date of receipt of a fully completed entry form complete with the appropriate remittance.

VENUE

The event will start and finish within the Caio Forest, West of Llandovery.  It will be signposted off the Llanwrda to Lampeter to road.

Riders will start in the following order: Championship, Expert, Over 40’s, Clubmen, Sportsmen and Ladies.

MACHINE EXAMINATION

Competitors should present their machines for Technical Control between 8:00am and 9.30am on Sunday 4th October. Strictly no late scrutineering.

TYRES - ALL CLASSES: Unrestricted - MX, Trials or Enduro.

SECURITY

Competitors must be aware that the security of their machine and other property remains their responsibility at all times. Competitors are reminded to ensure that their insurance and security arrangements adequately protect their possessions while they are at the event. 

SIGNING ON

Competitors to sign on at the start area between 8:00am and 9.30am on Sunday 4th October.

COURSE

The event will be on Forestry Commission land consisting of forest tracks, moorland and woodland. The lap mileage will be approximately 22 miles. Number of time controls per lap and accurate mileage between controls will be stated within the final instructions. The course is held entirely on private ground.
